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Seedling-raising Experiment of Lonicera modesta Rehd.

Abstract; Seedling-raising in spring, summer and autumn respectively by using cuttings treated with different concentrate
of NAA . The results showed that treating by root stimulate could increase significantly the rooting rate of seedling-raising
of Lonicera modesta Rehd. Seedling-raising rooting rate was the highest in autumn of the three seasons. While the
cuttings were dipped in the 1 500 mg/ L for 30 seconds, the rooting rate was up to 8 %, 1. 8 times compared to dipping in

water.
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
